Getting under the skin of New Zealand Sauvignon Blanc

A special New Zealand wine tasting at the London International Wine & Spirits Fair

New Zealand Winegrowers will be putting their iconic Sauvignon Blanc under the microscope at this year’s LIWSF seminar. A fascinating insight into what makes Kiwi Sauvignon Blanc so distinctive has emerged following research undertaken by the Marlborough Research Centre and Auckland University, funded by the New Zealand wine industry.  The research highlights New Zealand’s commitment to its star performer.

Speakers will include Damian Martin of Winegrowers of Ara, Jeff Clarke of Montana, Tony Hoksbergen Montana’s head viticulturist and Steve Smith MW of Craggy Range. They will be taking the audience through the seven different natural flavour profiles, which have been identified by the research. These range from apple peel and cut grass through to rose/honey and banana.  These elements are found with varying levels of intensity according to the grapes’ provenance.  Marlborough Sauvignon Blanc, for example, is found to have heightened green, cut grass and apple peel aromas whereas Sauvignon Blanc emanating from Wairarapa has heightened levels of banana, rose, honey and spice.

Seminar participants will be able to really get ‘under the skin’ of NZ Sauvignon Blanc and the differing regional characteristics with their very own set of replica aromas to nose.
