New Zealand Winegrowers are delighted to announce their return to ProWein with 16 top quality producers. Showing on stand 6/J30 will be 72 wines from a wide range of varietals, vintages and New Zealand wine regions, many from the newly released 2006 vintage. Most of these wines are being shown to the European Trade for the first time and it should give interested visitors an invaluable insight into this exciting new vintage.
The 2006 vintage is a new record for the industry, up 11 per cent on the previous high of 166,000 tonnes set in 2004. The growth is a result of the 18 per cent increase in producing vineyard area developed over the same timeframe. The 2005 vintage was down, at 142,000 tonnes, due to cool weather during the critical flowering period.

 

The successful 2006 vintage comes at a time when the future looks extremely bright for New Zealand exports which now account for over 55% of New Zealand’s total wine production. The Moving Annual Total (January 07) figures show New Zealand wine exports have reached a record breaking 67.3 million litres, an increase of 18.0% on the previous year (Australia +39%, Germany +36%, Ireland +55%, UK +10%, USA +9% growth).
In addition to the wines on show New Zealand Winegrowers will also be hosting tastings at the stand at the times below. Please come along to explore in greater detail the diversity that New Zealand has to offer.
